La Fenice is a beautiful 95-foot luxury 
motor yacht with British sailing history 
built into its DNA. Launched in 1962 
to support ‘Sovereign’, Britain’s entry 
into the 19th America’s Cup, it has a 
rich history working with the French 
Navy, as well as being owned by the 
renowned German photographer 
Peter Lindbergh. 

La Fenice has been meticulously and 
lovingly refurbished by the iconic 
French design house Christian Liaigre. 
Crafted with rich natural materials of 
dark woods and leather, the attention 
to detail can be felt in every part of 
the boat, bringing the true beauty and 
heritage of La Fenice to life.



La Fenice started as the support boat to Britain’s 
America’s Cup Challenger Sovereign competing 
in 1964. The America’s Cup is the oldest sporting 

trophy in the modern world, pre-dating the 
Olympics and the Ashes.

La Fenice was designed by Laurent Giles and 
launched in 1962 as ‘Diadem of Dewlish.’

 She was to be the mother ship to J A Boydens 
America’s Cup venture with ‘Sovereign’ in

The America’s Cup is the oldest sporting trophy in the modern world, 
pre-dating the Olympics and the Ashes. The first race was in 1851, after 

The Royal Yacht Squadron challenged the New York Yacht Club to a 
race around the Isle of Wight. 15 British yachts made it to the startline, 
alongside ‘America’ in a race that saw victory for the Americans, who 

took the trophy back to the New York Yacht Club where it would  
stay for the next 132 years, undefeated until 1983.  

Only four countries have ever won this prestigious trophy:
America, New Zealand, Switzerland and Australia. 

The America’s Cup is a technically driven sport, where design is pushed to 
the limit and is now creating the fastest racing yachts on the water. Often 

compared to Formula 1, the 2024 event will see six teams compete on 
75ft foiling boats, built to race at speeds more than 57mph.
